2 The Pentathlon is open to all swimmers, there will be cash prizes of 1st - $50, 2nd - $30 and 3rd - $15 for the overall place getters.    Trophies will be presented to the highest placed Manawatu and Dolphin swimmers.   There will not be heat prizes for these events.   Swimmers swimming in the pentathlon must enter all 5 events and will swim against Manawatu age group records as indicated below as at the meet date.   Entry times for the Pentathlon should also show proof of times. Swimmers are able to swim in additional events if entered for the Pentathlon. The pentathlon age groups are as follows 12 yr, 13yr, 14yr, 15yr and Senior.  Open Records will be used for Senior times.
3 Entry Fees - $6.00 per event must accompany entries. Swimmers may compete in up to 5 events
4 Entries close on Monday 15th November 2010. Please use PCA Meet Entry Form
5 Please note: - No Times are unacceptable.  Age as at the day of the carnival.
6 Late entries WILL NOT be accepted.   The organisers reserve the right to limit entries, should the need arise.   Any elimination’s will be advised by Monday 29th November 2010.
7 Scratchings will only be accepted with a medical certificate once posting of Pysch Sheets has been made.
8 The meet will be conducted under SNZ rules where sufficient qualified officials are available.   All events will be timed finals.   Afternoon tea will be available for officials, coaches and team Managers
9 The one start rule will apply.  Over the top starts may be used.
10 There will be CASH PRIZES FOR ALL HEAT WINNERS outside of the Pentathlon,   (i.e. 1st,   2nd &   3rd).   Dead heat prizes will be split between those swimmers.   Prizes will be issued to Team Managers or Nominated person only for distribution.
11 A $50 prize to the Manawatu swimmer breaking a record by the greatest margin.   This will be paid upon ratification by the Manawatu records officer and will be posted to the swimmer.
